1. Call to Order:

3. Officer Reports:

President: Jeff L. reports that the PVCC College Safety office will now maintain a log of any damage done to PVCC employee's automobiles; that Campus Maintenance has hired two, day time employees to clean restrooms; that the proposal to split the science division has been forwarded to Bob B. and PVCC administration for consideration and approval; that initial interviews have been conducted for the V.P. of Administrative Services; that employee forums will be scheduled later in February; that an interviewing committee has been identified for the V.P. of Learning position; that Stella N. has been consulted regarding concerns about student withdrawal policy violation [students withdrawing without required faculty signature]; that Paul G. will be invited to our next Senate meeting to respond to concerns that faculty are raising about the new S1S; that Emie Bakin, District Director of College Safety, will be on the PVCC campus to discuss the new policy about arming college safety officers.

President Elect Report: No report

Treasurer: Jeff L. for Tony C. who was unable to attend; our current CD will soon expire; Senate will identify an alternative investment option.

4. Old Business:

College Plan Update: No report

Senate Membership Change: A proposal to revised the PVCC Senate Faculty Constitution was distributed. The Senate reviewed the proposal. A motion was passed by unanimous vote to adopt the proposal. The proposal will be taken to all PVCC faculty for their vote. Jeff L. recommended that a sub-committee be formed to oversee a review of the entire PVCC Faculty Senate Constitution prior to taking to PVCC faculty for a vote.

5. New Business:

Proposed RFP Language: Shelle Witten reports that there is new language being proposed for the RFP by the MCCCD Governing Board. This proposal would impact both instructional and service faculty by recommending extended 10, 11 and 12-month contracts. Objections were raised that salary for the extended service contract would be calculated according to a daily rate for year 1, step 4. In addition, Senators were not clear about certain definitions cited in the proposed language. Jeff L. will take our concerns about this issue to the F.E.C.

Faculty Association Scholarship Committee: Tom Powell requests that a new chair be identified with at least two, additional members. It was reported that Marianne B. is willing to participate on, but not chair, the committee. Jeff L. will attempt to identify a chair and an additional member. Jeff. L. moved that the Senate provide one, full time scholarship for up to 15 credits for the Senate Scholarship. Motion carried.

Administrative Hiring Process: Sue V. recommended that the Senate develop a proposal outlining a process to staff interviewing committees for PVCC administrative positions, and to present this to the PVCC administration for consideration. David R. and Fred W. will assist with the development of this proposal.

SIS: Tom P. reports that there is concern among some of the faculty that too much student information may be available on the new SIS. Tom requests that Paul G. be invited back to the Senate to hear and address these concerns.
