4. Officer Reports 
a. President:

i. HLC Visit: Rick attended with the visiting teams.  Team was here to provide advice the Chancellor.  The board needs to act as a board, not individual members.  HLC talked to around 117 employees from various groups.  There seems to be a lack of confidence in the board.

ii. Alvarez &Marsal: Phase I: Most are related to advising and financial aid and student services.  Phase II is under way.   Their report is due in mid November.  There were some issues surrounding teaching and retention.  Did student declare a degree/certificate and complete in 3 years?  A question where the statistics came from.  Still looking for a representative for the promotion committee.  They will meet once a month.  Cinthya volunteered for ITAC.

iii. Collect textbooks.  Still collecting text books for the Faculty Association.

iv. Coming up:  Online loading & compensation will be upcoming.

v. Faculty Professional Growth.  Process is in place.  Travel request go to Jim Rubin first.  Then application goes to Patri Mays.  There is a $1,500 per person cap until the money runs out.  There was around $7 – $10k from last year.  This could help supplement travel.

i. No report.
c. Treasurer
i. See report.  We had a few faculty not renew their membership.  Received checks for scholarship fund from Jim Patterson in the amount of $1,050.00.
d. Secretary
i. No report.

5. Old Business 
a. Faculty Staffing Report – Rick Vaughn
i. Partially done.    Will help in recruiting for the Faculty Association.  Needed to also track home e-mail.  In 1994 there were 55 residential /specially funded faculty.  In 2004 there were 96 residential /specially funded faculty.  In 2009 there were 100 residential /specially funded faculty.  This did not include active retirees.  MAT had a similar gain.  Numbers are misleading due to a number of special categories.  Rick will compute a full-time to FTSE and full-time to adjunct ratio.
b. Financial Policy Governance – Rick Vaughn
i. Advisory council to review financial policies.  Working on best ways to address budget deficit.  We already know we will have a budget cut.  Has tentative approval from President and PLT.  More to come.
c. Division Chair Elections – Patti Marsh
i. A notice to all residential faculty will go out tomorrow.  Self nominations are due 10/9.  Patti will have ballots to faculty by 10/14.  Faculty of those divisions will have until noon on 10/21.  That afternoon we will count ballots.
d. Adjunct Faculty Tuition Waivers – Rick Vaughn
i. For tuition waivers, there is a problem when an adjunct faculty starts teaching versus when the adjunct’s class starts.  The District is working on the problem.  FEC discussed the issue briefly.  It was proposed we draft a statement in support of our adjunct faculty.  Will be on the next FEC meeting.  This may also be a PeopleSoft problem.
e. Writing Contest-Marianne Roccaforte

i. We now have flyers.  The goal is to make PVCC faculty more visible.  We should also do e-mail and in-class marketing about the contest.  It was suggested the student read the essay at graduation or do a You-tube video.  The largest problem is getting the word out. D. Rubi stated Lois would be good for the marketing committee.  Some suggestions were: Feature a faculty;  Give the faculty some award for the winning essay;  T-shirts celebrating teaching & learning.  Have faculty write a short bio.  Rick Vaughn asked for a schedule to send the flyers out.
6. New Business
a. Public Relations – Rick Vaughn
i.  Rick already covered this.
b. Association Membership – Rick Vaughn
i. Dropped off forms.  Of the 98 PVCC faculty, 6 were not members.  They have until Nov 15 to join and get access to legal services.
c. Media Services – Rick Vaughn
i. Problems have been reported with media services not showing up on time and having the necessary resources.  Rick Cody should be informed.  There was also an issue with Institutional Research.
d. Presidential search.
i. There will be a restricted use of a consultant.  The consultant will perform more of a recruiting effort to get applicants.  The consulting firm is being paid out of the district office funds.  We will have access to every applicant.
