4. Officer Reports 
a. President:
i. Rufus Glaspar and Maria Harper-Marinick discussed financial issues and active retirement with the FEC.   Glaspar feels we will be off of state aid within 10 years.  He asked college presidents to come up with scenarios of a 15% budget cut and without active retirement.  These discussions are taking place at the board and college level.  Our current Interim President is continuing to move non-faculty into active retirement.  Rick lodged a complaint regarding the current practice.  There are some issues under the current plan at PVCC.  Where should the decision making role belong?
ii. Division Chair Responsibilities:  How are student grievances resolved?  Rick will be reviewing the college plan regarding this issue.  When does the complaint process begin?
iii. District Budget:  Glaspar met with FEC.  Faculty are challenging some of the assumptions being made to make decisions.  The District has a FAC (Financial Advisory Council).  All of the work was done in the sub-committees.  This year it hasn’t even met.  Rick is on a subcommittee to write an opinion on the faculty’s roll in participating on the district budget.  Discussion.  District appears to have money to fund things like step increases and health care increases but the district claims they can’t.  There is a proposal for a COLA and automatic step in this year’s Meet & Confer.  Chancellor said the FAC would begin meeting.  There are many ideas if the District would be willing to listen.  FEC will meet with the Arizona Education Association.
iv. Lumina Grant: Article indicated that ASU and Community College to offer 4 year degrees on Community College campus.
v. South Mountain was trying to hire a library faculty member to a 12 month contract.  This has become an RFP Meet & Confer issue.

a. Scholarship Committee – Marianne Botos

e. Association Membership – Rick Vaughn
i. We lost two faculty from last year who did not renew.  We also lost 4 to retirement.
f. Staffing Changes – Rick Vaughn
i. Discussions are going on regarding Lori Pemberton’s position.  We seem to be spending temporary money in staffing.  Temporary employees seem to turn into permanent positions.

6. New Business
a. Common Pages Proposal – Rick Vaughn 
i. FEC is reviewing proposals to common pages.  They should be reviewed and discussed.  They mostly center on admission and articulation.  Another issue was regarding placement.  These should be left with the instructional councils.
