4. Officer Reports 
a. President:
i. FEC has been busy.  Signification changes are coming.  There will be a change in how we negotiate this year.  Past years have not worked well.  Eddie Genna proposed interest based negotiation.  Meet & Confer team attended training over the summer.  D. Rubi stated there have been some proposed changes to the RFP.  Looking to faculty input to identify three major problems.  Patti thanked David for stepping up.  Administration wanted to cut the M&C team down by one person.  David will focus on research.  
ii. FEC will provide training for faculty senate presidents.  Patti feels this will really benefit the presidents.
iii. FEC put out a call for committee leaders.  Dan Donahue will serve on Legislative Committee.  Wanted a rep to MIRA.  Paul Sunder will be the rep.
iv. FEC make a specific contract with Perfect Media.  They will redesign the FA Web site.  They will also help with the membership drive.
v. Faculty Association has approved a public relations officer.  Looking for a faculty member that is a good communicator to fill this position.
vi. FYI: The associate currently rents a facility.  They are considering purchasing a building because of the economy.  This may be a good time to buy.
vii. Dual enrollment is in the news.  The 21st Century Team has distributed a proposal.  Presidents were to get faculty input.  One item was to have a common curriculum.  They also proposed a lot of responsibility for faculty with no compensation.
viii. Nursing has brought some issues that must be addressed.  There are outside regulators both national and state.  Each college is accredited by separate HLCs.  There can’t be a district wide accreditation.  How does this mesh with the RFP.  Other colleges have a large number of nursing faculty.
ix. Eddie Genna has a presentation on shared governance.  Paul Dale has asked Eddie to give the presentation to the CLC on October 15th.  It is important for faculty to see this presentation.
x. FPG are approved $3,000 for this year.  It can be used for registration and travel.
xi. Sabbaticals will be instated next year.  District is working on the process.  They will probably look at the previous submissions first.  A district committee makes decisions on sabbaticals.  There was a lot of funds from last year.  D. Rabi encourages faculty to attend conferences and use their professional growth funds.
b. President Elect:
i. Dan stated we are very well represented and gave credit to Patti for her leadership.
ii. Wants to improve senate attendance.
iii. Need faculty to provide home e-mail accounts so we can communicate on issues.
iv. Eddie Genna is a labor lawyer and should benefic faculty.
c. Treasurer:
i. Spend a bunch of money on scholarship and the luncheon.  We are making .33% on our CD.  Will work with Patti on a budget.  Has concerns about our financial outlook.  We need 100 people to request payroll deduction for the Faculty Association scholarship.

5. Old Business 
a. Media Services:  Marianne Botos discussed with Mike Mitchell the issues we have had with media services.  Mike is looking for guidance.  Patti has discussed this with Paul Golish.  We need some kind of feedback system.  We could also survey faculty on their experience with media services.  Motion for John Douglass to develop a media services tracking procedure.   David Rubi moved, Dan Donohue 2nd.  Approved.
6. New Business
a. PVCC Faculty Association 2010-11 Budget – Concerns on the budget.  Need to make some decisions about where we are going.  The luncheon cost a lot more than we expected.
b. Campus budget – Patti will be involved with it and will report back.
c. Vacant faculty lines – Patti has been working with Mary Lou Moseley to staff the vacancies.  Worked over the summer on a proposal.  Patti has requested it be in writing.  It may take a few years to get the positions filled.  All employee groups are hurting.
d. Membership drive – If faculty pay by check, they need to submit a new membership form.  We have until November to get everyone on board.  Dues are $275 per year for full time faculty.  Senators should make an announcement in their divisions.
e. Revisit PVCC Faculty Association Constitution – We need to revisit the document.  Shelle Witten, Marilyn Cristiano, Mike Miller agreed to review it.
f. Scholarship Committee – Will wait until the budget has been reviewed.  
g. Essay Contest Committee – Will wait until the budget has been reviewed.  Marianne R suggested a fund raiser like a wine & jazz event.  Don Donahue suggested selling t-shirts.  Paul Dale committed $100 for the judge and clerical assistance for reformatting the submission.  Chris Scinto suggested having the event here on campus.
h. Communications – Looking for ways to build community and communicate.  Patti will send a synopsis of the meeting.  Gary suggested faculty get involved in Relay for Life.
i. Division chair elections committee – President elect chairs the committee.  English and Communications divisions are up this year.  Looking at a October timeframe.  Gary Smith and Tony Craig volunteered.
