2. Approval of agenda		M Cristiano, G Smith, 11 for, 0 against.  Approved

4. Officer reports:
a. President
i. CANVAS
1. Dan said canvas is the new LMS.  Gary talked about the LMS and the RFP process that led to the Selection of Canvas.  MCC will be the first college to pilot the new LMS.
ii. Smoke Free Maricopa
1. District is pushing a complete smoke-free environment.  Discussion ensued.  It would have been good if there was some input from faculty, staff, and students before the decision was made.  It has not been implemented yet and no implementation date has been set.
iii. New FEC Building
1. FEC has purchased a building at 520 E Southern in Tempe.  The Association paid cash for the building.  The building is in the process of being renovated.  The next FEC meeting should be at the new building.  So far, there has been favorable comments regarding the purchase.
i. Load Limit Enforcement (RFP and adjunct)
1. The District has set a load limit of 25 load hours per semester.  Evening supervisor load is excluded.  The majority of the faculty did not have a problem with the load limit but there was some discussion regarding the lack of faculty input.  Adjunct faculty can work up to 12 load hours with VP approval.  After this semester, the 9 load hour limit will most likely be strictly enforced.  This can be a problem with courses with labs (fractional loads).  This was precipitated by the ASRS and the Legislature.
i. Upcoming Gender Identity nondiscrimination policy language
1. This policy is coming out.  The first reading was last Tuesday.  The committee was requesting a vote at the next meeting.  Mike recommended we look at the language and forward either an endorsement or rejection of the policy. M. Cristiano moved, R. Dotterer 2nd to endorse the policy.  Marilyn withdrew the motion and moved to have the policy link sent out and we vote electronically via Survey Monkey.  R Dotterer 2nd, 11 for, 0 against.  Passed.
ii. Selection of new lobbyist
1. Mike Bielecki of Lewis & Rowe is the new lobbyist and political consultant.  He is a one year contract.  There are a number of bills that could possibly come back such as the gun bill, pension reform bill and student’s rights bill.  Two MCCCD board seats will also be up for election in the next 18 months.
ii. Conduct of Senate Meetings
1. Dan distributed a summary of Roberts Rules of Order.  He would like to meet outside of regular meetings on issues so the Senate meetings can be more focused.  He requested agenda items be sent to him prior to the meeting rather than adding items at the meeting.

iii. G-mail Rollout
1. G-mail will be replacing our Memo e-Mail.  The timeline has not been disclosed.
iv. Committee holes: Policy Review Committee
1. Mike sent e-mail asking for volunteers but he has not received any responses.
v. Upcoming IBN Training
1. Interest Based Negotiation training will be offered 10-31 – 11-4.  It may be at the new Association building.  There will be mass training sessions, as well as more focused training.
vi. Special Chair Elections ( Science, IRB & Library)
1. Division elections: Business/IT, Science, Library, and IRB (not a division)
2. Shelle Witten (acting Library Division Chair) would like to co-chair the Library since they were down two people.  S Witten moved the Library use a co-chair structure this year and have the regular election in the Fall.  M Cristiano 2nd, 11 for, 0 against.  Passed.  Gary recommended we check the College Plan to insure there would be no issues.
c. Treasurer
i. Dan stated Tony still has all the stuff.  We collected $273 for our scholarship fund at our luncheon.

i. There is no verbiage in the RPF regarding specific days.  If a meeting or other function is scheduled, then the faculty must attend.  If they miss the meeting, they should take a personal day.  This issue was discussed by division chairs last year.  It was recommended the issue be taken back to the division chairs to insure we are consistent on how this is implemented.  Faculty must be available to students during the work week.
