2. Approval of agenda:	G Smith moved, C Mendoza 2nd.  Approved.

4. Officer reports:
a. President
i. CEC Meeting Report
1. Phoenix College was in jeopardy of losing a representative at CEC.  The CED voted to allow PC to continue.
2. Distribution List committee:  Employees can filter e-mail based on subject, person, etc.  FEC is proposing to create a Blog so people can voice their opinions.  Discussion ensued about e-mail and the use of the Blog.
3. Timeline for FEC President-Elect: Committee will announce.  Candidates will be screened.  On election day, candidates may give a brief statement.  Nominations may be made from the floor. Vote taken by secret ballot.  Simple majority will prevail.  Written proxies will be allowed.
4. New dues numbers: Dues were proposed to increase $100.00, but the motion did not pass.  The committee is looking into other options.  Dan asked Eddie to provide information on how the funds can be used.  It was discussed the faculty as a whole should have input on how dues should be used especially if they have not been used in that way before.
ii. Legislative Updates 
1. Gun Bill is dead.  There are two other bills related to guns on campus.
2. Union Bills.  They are problematic.   Dues bill will probably pass.  Collective bargaining is still in play.  If collective bargaining goes away, so does our Meet & Confer.  It may not be a bad thing to be associated with AAUP.
3. Personnel Reform Bill: Governor is pushing a bill to take away tenure and civil service privileges.
4. Abusive language bill is being held to K-12, but it is not over yet.
iii. HLC Updates (Chicago visit)
1. We are ahead of most organizations.  Pamela Tate has consulting firm that handles adult completion.  Giving credit for life experience has met faculty resistance.  One way is to have credit by exam.  Adult reentry students are 2.5 times apt to complete.
2. Mike asked senators to encourage people to participate in the HLC process if they have been invited to serve.

1. If you have any adjuncts or RPF faculty that feel threatened should bring it to the attention of the division chair and faculty senate president.  Discussion ensued.
v. Update 2012-2013 Budget (3 matched faculty positions)
1. 3 of the 8 matched positions will go back to district to cover part of the $400,000 shortfall.  We need to know how many positions are open.
vi. Good & Welfare (Tom Powell & Laurel Smith stories)
1. Tom is doing well.
2. We lost Laurel Smith.
vii. Bowling for the foundation (Cancelled)
1. Cancelled due to lack of teams.
