OFFicer Reports
President
Darbut Paper
Jon would like to thank David on his hard work concerning the Darbut paper issue. Earlier in the month Jon sent out an email concerning Jean McGrath not follwong due-process. Earlier in the year, Jean McGrath sent a letter directly to the state legislature without vetting it through proper channels. Jon expressed he has heard rumors that Darbut and Mcgrath frequently visit each other and discuss business matters outside of formal venues. Jean McGrath’s agenda is to reduce tuition twenty dollars an hour and to reduce property taxes. 

At MCC, there is growing concern that Jeffrey Darbut has been crafting budgets without transparency. The senate at MCC is looking to hold a vote of “no confidence” for the Darbut paper however, there is not much the faculy can do in regards to removing Darbut for circulating the paper. To show support and aid the faculty of MCC, Jon proposed that we draft a letter of support for the faculty of MCC. Additionally, Jon asked the FEC to work with Guiterrez to censor Jean. 
Dean Positions

Merit Pay
Jon expressed great concern over rumors surrounding merit pay for faculty. Jon strongly feels that faculty must make it a goal to prevent a salary system that utilizes merit as a progression modality from being implemented. Additionally, faculty must stay on top of all district changes that may affect their working conditions.
FEC Leadership Change
As of May 9th, Mike Mitchell will become the new FEC president.
Mary-Lou (VPAA) Retirement
The faculty senate would like to give Mary-Lou a gift for all her years of service to the campus.
